£1million Prizes are being 
awarded to ideas that can help 
significant improvements in five 
ambitious target areas (click to 
find out more);

• Clean our air 

• Fix our climate 
• Revive our oceans 

 

We have spent this week 
revisiting our ideas for Becket 
Keys Earthshots with students. I 
have been encouraging students 
from Year 7 to Year 13 to be 
courageous advocates for the 
environment in line with God’s 
commandment to be stewards of 
the Earth (Genesis 1v26).

Alumni News 
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All of our Key Stage 3 classes 
have been to Brentwood Library 
this half term. Each English class 
has enjoyed a chance to explore 
our local library, become 
familiarised with the resources 
available and borrow books.  

Year 7s have been treated to a 
workshop run by Essex Library 
staff, where they learnt lots of 
facts about the origins of 
libraries. Some favourite facts 
include that the word library was 
originally used to describe the 
locked chest which stored book; 
the Dewey system was created by 
Melville Dewey in order to sell 
more cabinets from his father’s 
cabinet shop; and that Parliament 
only stopped writing on vellum in 
2016. Students were taught 
about all the resources that 
libraries have, and how the books 
are organised. Students were 

interested to find out all of the 
websites that their library card 
gives them free access to and are 
keen to try this out when 
completing homework and 
research tasks. 

Lots of our students excitedly 
brought borrowed books back to 
school and have been devouring 
them in tutor times, English 
lessons and at home. Students 
have been begging to return and 
many students have navigated 
their way back to Brentwood 
library after school to swap their 
books for something else. 

We hope students continue to use 
this fantastic free resource which 
is practically on our doorstep. If 
you are unsure of what Essex 
Libraries offer, here is a snapshot 
of what your son/daughter 
discovered on their visit.  With a 
library ticket you can borrow 

books, films and music, have free 
use of the Internet, get 
information for homework or 
leisure activities and use the 
online services (which include e-
books, e-audio, e-comics, e-
newspapers, e-magazines, the 
reference library online and 
online courses) from home at:
